BEGINNER’S GUIDE TO CCTV 
 
This Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV) system allows you to view and record video from up to four cameras.  You will 
find two cameras included in the kit, and they are also available separately should you wish to add more to your 
surveillance system. 
 

 
 
The system includes a Digital Video Recorder (DVR) which allows you to view and record up to four channels of video 
footage.  It features a built-in 500GB Hard Disk Drive (HDD) which can store up to 25 days (approx.) of video from 
four cameras. 
 
The DVR can be connected to either a television or a computer monitor, and controlled using either a remote (just 
like using your VCR or DVD player) or a USB mouse. 
 
This quick-start guide is meant to get you up and running with the basics of the CCTV system.  Please refer to the full 
manual for information on the more advanced features.  It is available in PDF format on the included software CD, or 
as a download from the Storage Options Website, at www.storageoptions.com.

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BASIC SETUP 
 
To get started quickly with the Storage Options 2 Channel CCTV DVR, follow these instructions:

NOTE 
You must select the correct input on your monitor / television to view the DVR system.  Refer to its 
manual for instructions on how to do this. 

 
3. Connect the DVR and camera to a mains supply. 

 
4. Switch on the DVR via the remote control. 

 
5. Set the date and time. 

 
6. Format (prepare) the Hard Disk Drive (HDD). 

 
 
 
 

CAMERA CONNECTION VIA BNC 
 

To connect a camera: 
 

1. Align the BNC connector with the notches on the BNC socket and 
slide into place. 

 
2. Rotate the BNC connector clockwise until it locks in place.  

 
 
To disconnect a camera: 
 

1. Apply pressure to the BNC connector, then rotate anti-clockwise. 
 

2. Slide the BNC connector away from the socket. 
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HOW TO RECORD VIDEO FOOTAGE

2. If the DVR is currently in standby mode, press STANDBY on the remote control to power it on.  It will take 
about 30 seconds to boot. 

 
3. Press RECORD on the remote control to start recording on all channels.  A green symbol will appear in each 

window on-screen, to indicate recording is taking place. 
 

4. Press RECORD on the remote again to stop recording.  The green symbols will disappear. 
 
 
 
 

HOW TO PLAY PREVIOUSLY RECORDED FOOTAGE 
 
The Search Menu can be used to view previously recorded footage. 
 
To begin playback: 
 

1. Using the mouse, right-click anywhere on screen and select VIDEO SEARCH from the sub menu. 
 

NOTE When the Search Menu is first opened, it displays the current month and date. 

 
2. Click PLAY to begin playback of the last minute of recorded video (quick search). 

 
OR 

 
Under CHN select a specific channel or select ALL. 

 
3. Under DATE, enter a date using the virtual keyboard (mouse only). 

 
4. Click SEARCH.  Alarm / motion detected events will appear as red.  Normal recordings will appear as green. 

 
5. Click a date in the month grid to search for video files. 

 
6. Click a time block in the Hour Grid to view the video.  Playback will begin. 

 
7. Move the mouse to display the on-screen playback controls.  You can also use the playback control buttons 

on the remote control or system front panel.
