1.1 ς BASIC CONNECTIVITY

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1.2 ς WALL MOUNTING A CAMERA 

 
Each Storage Options camera is supplied with a mounting kit for attaching it to a wall.  Before you affix the camera in 
position, please ensure the cable is of adequate length to reach the DVR. 
 
To mount the camera on a wall or ceiling, follow these instructions: 
 

1. Ensure the surface you want to mount the camera on is solid and can support the weight. 
 

2. Accurately mark on the wall the position of the holes to be drilled. 
 

3. Drill to the correct depth in the wall, as indicated by the plugs. 
 

4. Insert plugs into the drilled holes. 
 

5. Secure the bracket to the wall using the provided screws. 
 

 
 
To attach the camera to the bracket: 
 

1. Screw it onto the exposed thread 
 

2. Tighten the bolt to lock it in place.

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1.3 ς POWER CONNECTION DIAGRAM 

 
This system is supplied a 1-5 power splitter cable, which allows you to connect the DVR and up to four cameras to a 
single mains socket. 
 
Connect power to the DVR and cameras as shown in this diagram: 
 

 
 

BLUE = Camera mains connection 
RED = DVR mains connection 
YELLOW = Video connection 

 
The 1-5 power splitter cable has one red and four black plugs. 
 

¶ Connect the red cable to the DVR. 

¶ Connect one of the black cables to the included camera. 
 
Each Storage Options CCTV camera (sold separately) also comes with its own mains adapter.  You can either plug 
them into separate mains sockets, or into the three spare cables on the power splitter.
