The Scroll Excel has five physical buttons.  Most other control is performed via the touch screen. 
 
5.1 ς PHYSICAL BUTTONS & CONNECTIONS

5.3 ς USING THE TOUCH SCREEN 
 
Scroll Excel features a capacitive touch screen.  To use it, simply touch any 
area on the screen ς no pressure is required.  Touch an icon to load the 
application.

5.4 ς UNLOCK THE SCREEN 
 
Scroll Excel operates in a similar manner to a touch-screen mobile phone.  When it is first powered on, the AndroidTM 
operating system will boot, then you will be presented with a locked screen. 
 
To unlock the screen: 
 

1. If the screen is currently blank (Scroll Excel is powered on but in 
standby), press the  button (short press, do not hold). 

 
2. Touch and drag the green padlock icon to the opposite side of the 

screen. 
 
To lock the screen: 
 

1. Press the  button (short press, do not hold). 
 

2. The screen will go blank to conserve battery power. 
 

Mute / un-mute: 
 

¶ From the locked screen, you can also mute / un-mute sound by 
dragging the speaker icon across the screen.  

 

TIP Once the screen is locked, it will go to sleep after a few seconds to prolong battery life. 
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5.5 ς HOME SCREEN 
 
The Home screen will look similar to the picture below.  It is actually five screens, each of which can have a different 
layout of icons.  To switch between screens, simply slide your finger left or right across the screen.  The status bar 
and main menu are always visible, no matter which Home screen you are currently viewing. 
 

 
 

¶ The status bar displays system information, such as wireless connectivity, battery level and the system time.  
Touch and drag down the screen to expand the status bar for more detailed information. 
 

¶ Touch the Search bar to quickly search the World Wide Web using Google. 
 

¶ The Main menu gives quick access to the web browser, Applications menu, and Settings menu. 
 

¶ Press  to display a context menu on the bottom of the screen.  From here you can add icons and shortcuts 
to the Home screen, manage applications, change the wallpaper, and more. 
 

¶ Press  at any time and from any application to return directly to the Home screen.
